Hartebeespoort Dam Accident - Update 

 

The South African Civil Aviation Authority was notified of an aircraft accident in the Hartebeespoort Dam 

area early this morning.  An SAPS helicopter went on a search for the wreckage and we are pleased to 

report that the wreckage was located in the same area.  A second body has now been found which 

brings the total number of fatalities to 2.  Even though it was difficult to reach the wreckage, we now have 

confirmation that the investigators were finally able to reach the site and are busy extracting information 

and data that will help in the investigation. 

 

It is believed that the aircraft took off from Krugersdorp and it was going to Wonderboom airport for 

maintenance.
